SPECIAL DESIGN FEATURES: The “cooking hearth" has its own prep space with sink and
refrigerator drawers; a breakfast bar/ serving hutch makes a smooth transition into the adjoining
breakfast room; a pair of refrigerators are disguised as wardrobes; a sunny clean-up sink has two
dishwashers; and a multi-functional butler’s pantry is located on far wall.
